The 6th graders

All 
students participate in a physi-
cal education program, at least 
2 days per week. In P.E., students 
play games to strengthen and 
tone their bodies, as well as to 
keep their minds sharp. They can 
be seen playing soccer on the 
�eld, jumping through hoops 
in the gym or traversing on the 
rock wall. Junior high girls also 
participate in a wellness class that 
focuses on body image, nutrition 
and general health.

MIND YOuR MANNERS

Every second grader in Mrs. Ever-
road’s 2nd grade class knows how 
to greet a new friend – look them 
in the eye, give them a �rm hand-
shake, greet them by name and 
wish them a “good morning!” Each 
month, the students of CLS, focus 
on a di�erent manner from greet-
ing each other with a handshake 
and a smile, to being patient with 
others and forgiving.

ASTROCAMP

In early September, the 7th and 
8th grade students and sta�, 
loaded onto chartered buses for 
a three day trip to Idylwild, CA 
to visit Astrocamp. At Astro-
camp, the students conducted 
science experiments and 
learned about di�erent aspects 
of astronomy. In addition, the 
students were encouraged to 
push themselves and to try 
things outside of their comfort 
zone – via the ropes courses, 
zip line and a trip up the 30’ 
power pole. The students also 
do several activities with their 
team, to get to know each 
other better, as well as to learn 
to work more e�ectively with 
others. The students and sta� 
returned as a united junior high 
ready to work towards scholas-
tic, athletic and musical goals, 
as a team.
